+ form an opinion and be able
to express it

*an event.

Creative writing criteria:

* Introduction

* paragraphing

* use of grammar

* use of verbs / adjectives / adverb
* choice of vocabulary

* originality

* Imagination

* conclusion.



Delicate stage:
when asked to assess a piece
of work of a classmate.

Why? How do you go about
it?



Find a good (?) piece of work.

Students are asked to pick up two
successes.

Later they are asked to find where
an improvement Is appropriate.

Later: students suggest
Improvement.



Same steps used by
teacher when
correcting students’
Work.
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Acquiring skill of assessing
other people’s work Is a long
process.

Has to be done one step at a
time.



Teacher: cautious not to
hurt students’ feelings.

Shy / Iintrovert / student
with low self-esteem.



Different Strategies:

* Whole class activity

* Group work: students discuss
each other’s work and sugges

Improvements.

* Students In pairs.



Use checklist as success
criteria.



Pre-flight checklist

Work checked by peer using checklist.

The 2 students: discuss work, how It
can be improved. Beneficial to bott

Peer signs that check is complete.
